Delivery & Return of Work:  All work accepted 
for the exhibition must arrive ready to install.  
Works that are not ready to hang or that do 
not exhibit good craftsmanship may be 
omitted from the exhibit.  Work that differs 
significantly from the entry images may be 
disqualified.  Work can be hand delivered or 
shipped.  Hand delivered work must be picked 
up from the gallery by the date specified (see 
Deadlines).  Desotorow Gallery is not 
responsible for work left beyond the date 
specified.  Shipped works must be sent in a 
reusable container with return shipping 
prepaid.  Work should be securely packaged, 
clearly labeled, and sent with a return shipping 
label.  Works will be returned in the same 
manner as delivered, or via UPS/USPS.  
Accepted work will remain on display for the 
duration of the exhibition. 
 

Entry Fee:  You may submit up to three pieces 
for a non-refundable entry fee of $15. The entry 
fee may be paid online or with cash, check, or 
money order (checks and money orders 
should be made payable to DESOTOROW 
GALLERY).  
 
Sale of Work:  Desotorow Gallery, Inc. will not 
take commission on the sale of artwork.  
Payment will be made directly to artists.

File Names: Artist’s last name followed by

File Size: Images must be saved in a HIGH
